e Abstracts must be written in English and must not exceed 250 words (excluding the
title). They should clearly outline the problem, methods, major results, and
conclusions.

e Abstracts will be reproduced exactly as submitted. Authors are responsible for
accuracy, grammar, and formatting.

e Figures may be uploaded in PNG or JPG format.

e Abstracts must not contain libellous or defamatory content.
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e You may edit your abstract at any time before the submission deadline, provided you
have not clicked “Submit.”

e Once you click “Submit,” the abstract is considered final and cannot be modified. A

confirmation email with your abstract ID will be sent after submission.
